Celebrations for the 100" anniversary of
apparitions of Our Lady of Fatima begin on
Saturday 13t May 2017. Mary appeared to
three shepherd children on May 13, 1917 and
the apparitions continued once a month until
October 13, 1917. Like the apparitions the
various celebrations will take place over a 5
month period. Pope Francis will lead the
evening recitation of rosary and celebrate
Mass on the anniversary, May 13, at the
Shrine of Our Lady of Fatima when he visits
Portugal next week.
