Timing of the Easter Vigil - 31 March 2018

The Easter Vigil begins after nightfall and
ends before the dawn on Sunday (General
Norms for the Liturgical Year and the Roman

Therefore, the hours of true darkness fall
after sunset, at approximately 7:30 pm and
before sunrise, around 6.30am on Sunday 1
